London, 23RD MARCH 2009 – Peter Quintana and the Partners of Oc-Eo Art, a fine art company specialising in contemporary and modern Asian art, announced today that, in collaboration with HE Mr. Tran Quang Hoan Ambassador of S.R. of Vietnam and Asia House, they will be presenting an exhibition and sale of modern and contemporary paintings from Vietnam at London’s Asia House. 

Entitled ‘Pioneers of Doi Moi’, the exhibition will comprise works by 6 leading artists of the post ‘doi moi’ (renovation) period of Vietnam.

Peter Quintana, founder of Oc-Eo Art said: 
‘It is a great honour for Oc-Eo Art to be working in collaboration with Ambassador Tran Quang Hoan and Asia House to present this exhibition.  For young Vietnamese artists, ‘doi moi’ was a call to ‘untie the strings’, to move towards a new individualism. These six artists emerged into this new world in parallel with Vietnam herself - their development has been equally rapid and their creativity equalling exciting – and have led and influenced a host of younger artists. With subjects and styles ranging from the daring to the serene, Vietnamese art has delighted those that have taken the time to search it out. Now, we are privileged to be able to put on show some of the best of this work in London. It remains some of the best value fine art to be found anywhere in the world.’
A reception and private view, which is strictly by invitation only, and which will be attended by The Ambassador, will be held in the Fine Rooms at Asia House, 63 New Cavendish Street, London W1, on Wednesday April 15th, from 6pm-9pm, with speeches at 6.45pm. 

The exhibition continues until May 7th (see Asia House for opening hours). 
Oc-Eo Art also announce they will be showing at Chelsea Art Fair, which will be held at The Old Town Hall, Kings Road, London 23rd-26th April, with a private view on the 22nd April.

Oc-Eo Art was founded by Peter Quintana in 2006, after he decided to retire from a career in IT and operations, some of which was spent in the Far East. Peter travelled extensively throughout Vietnam and neighbouring countries, where he developed a passion for Asian and in particular Vietnamese art.
